IT IS FURTHER PROCLAIMED, that the Passport produced and issued by  the World Service 
Authority, with the additional page signed into authorization by the office of the Secretary of State for 
The United States of America, June 21st, 2014, is sufficient authorization, or the passport card issued by 
the Government of The United States of America, for all affirmed American Nationals to exercise the 
right of ingress and regress to and from every other State, from a state and The United States of America, 
and from within each State of the Union or to and from any other port established in cities by the U.S. , 
and    

IT IS FURTHER PROCLAIMED, that the port of entry code for The United States of America is 
“USC” to identify the port of entry of The United States of America for trade by and between the 
aforementioned states, nations, and countries under the rule of private international law and Public 
International Law within the Union governed by the Law of Nations, and  

IT IS FURTHER PROCLAIMED, that the aforementioned port of entry of The United States of 
America is also open to the city ports of entry as listed in the “U.S. Department of State Foreign Affairs 
Manual Volume 9 under “Visas”.  A reciprocity agreement will be reviewed by the asssembly in the event 
the proper authority chooses to open the aforementioned ports of entry to The United States of America. 
Otherwise, the aforementioned states, nations and countries of the Union have the Right to designate 
another port of entry for use to trade with The United States of America through treaty or confederation 
under the rule of private international law, and
